3 The Group's business activities falls into the following segments: Ash Handling & Coal trading Business, Solar Power - Generation and Related Activities, 
Refrigerant Gases- Manufacturing (Refilling), Sale ofServices, Power Trading, Electric-Vehicle and Other segment which currenUy includes so lar module 
trading. Corporate segment includes those expenses which are common for the entire enterprise. 

4 Pursuant to approval ofthe Members ofRelex Industries Limited by way of Postal Ballot Notice: 

(a) The equity shares ofRefex Industries Limited has been split/ sub-divided from 01 (One) Equity Share of face value of Rs. I 0/- each to 05 (Five) Equity 
Shares of face value orRs. 21- each, fully pai<l-up, ranking pari-passu in all respects, 'with effect from the record date i.e., March 22, 2024. The Earnings per 
share for the prior periods have been restated considering the face value ot'Rs.21- each in accordance with Ind AS 33 - "Earnings per share". 

(b) Effecting the Stock Split, the Authorised Share Capital ofRefex Industries Limited was revised !Tom Rs. 40,00,00;000/- consisting of3,50,00,000 equity 
shares of Rs. 1 0/- each and 5 .00.000 Cumulative Redeemable Preference Shares o fRs. l 00/- each to Rs. 40,00,00,000/- consisting of 17,5_0,00,000 equity

6 At the request and upon receipt of balance 75% of the consideration amount aggregating to Rs,46,87,50,000/- against 50,00,000 Warrants from Sherisha 
Technologies Private Limited, Promoter of the Compfilly, the Board of Directors through Circular Resolution dated July 22, 2024 has allotted 50.00,000 
equity shares pursuant to conversion of equal number of warrants, which shall rank pari-passu with Lhc: existing equity shares. Balance 75,75,000 Warrants 
are yet to be converted by the Promoter.
